Generator safety tips
If severe weather knocks out your power, 
please review these safety tips before using 
your portable or permanent generator.
 •	 Read, understand and follow the 

manufacturer’s instructions.
 •	 Operate your generator outdoors in a clean, 

dry, well-ventilated area and never indoors 
or in a garage.

 •	 Do not overload generator with too 
many appliances.

 •	 Never attach a portable generator directly 
to the electrical system of your home.

 •	 Use properly sized extension cords in 
good condition.
