The Home Energy Assistance Program (HEAP) is a federal grant program assisting income eligible households in
paying for energy bills, repairs and weatherization. Households may receive one regular HEAP benefit per season
and may also be eligible for emergency HEAP benefits. Your county’s Department of Social Services is accepting
applications now with both programs closing when funds are exhausted. For more information or to apply online,
go to mybenefitsny.gov.

Our Energy Assistance Program (EAP) provides eligible customers with a monthly bill credit (Basic Benefit) and a 
credit to reduce past due balances (arrears forgiveness Limited Benefit).

If you have a HEAP grant on an active NYSEG account, you’re automatically receiving the  
monthly bill credit.

• Have a past due NYSEG account balance between $240 and $1,500; and

Our Energy Assistance Program (EAP) helps eligible customers gain control 
of their energy bills. The program has two levels of assistance: EAP Monthly Bill 
Credit and EAP Limited Benefit Arrears Forgiveness.

You pay less with our EAP Monthly Bill Credit Benefit. 
Monthly bill credits are available automatically if you have a HEAP grant on an 
active NYSEG account.
