•  Check your trees periodically for lack of water, disease, pests and invasive species.

Helping our Customers With Energy Emergencies:
HEAP and EAP Can Help! 
The Home Energy Assistance Program (HEAP) is a federal grant program assisting income eligible households in
paying for energy bills, repairs and weatherization. Households may receive one regular HEAP benefit per season
and may also be eligible for emergency HEAP benefits. Your county’s Department of Social Services is accepting
applications now with both programs closing when funds are exhausted. For more information or to apply online,
go to mybenefitsny.gov.

Our Energy Assistance Program (EAP) provides eligible customers with a monthly bill credit (Basic Benefit) and a 
credit to reduce past due balances (arrears forgiveness Limited Benefit).

If you have a HEAP grant on an active NYSEG account, you’re automatically receiving the  
monthly bill credit. And, you’re receiving a credit to reduce your past due balance if you:

• Have a past due NYSEG account balance between $240 and $1,500; and

•  Have not previously been enrolled in the EAP Limited Benefit and terminated for
non-payment.

If HEAP is supplied to your account with another fuel vendor, and you want to receive our
EAP Benefits:
• You’ll need to take action.

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How is my electricity generated?

Commission (PSC) to provide you with periodic environmental disclosure 
information on fuel sources and air emissions for the electricity supply 
purchased on your behalf.

The most recent data – in this case for calendar year 2016 – is provided by the PSC 
and the New York State Energy Research and Development Authority (NYSERDA).

•	 If you receive your electricity supply from us, your environmental disclosure 
	 information is provided in the chart located at the right and on our 
	 website at nyseg.com.

•	 If you receive your electricity supply from a supplier other than us 
	 and your supplier’s charges are included in your NYSEG bill, your 
	 supplier’s environmental disclosure is published periodically as a 
	 separate bill insert with your NYSEG bill.  

•	 If you buy electricity from a supplier other than NYSEG, and are 
	 billed directly by your supplier, you should receive environmental 
	 disclosure information from your supplier.
